NS 2011 CANADA GAMES – General Selection Criteria*
Given the nature of the Canada Games--its importance as a showpiece for Canadian Athletic and Artistic talent--it is incumbent upon us to send our strongest team as our representatives in the badminton events. The selection of this team will for me be the hardest part of the process leading up to the actual tournaments in February of 2011. I know deeply how much everyone involved would like to play for Nova Scotia. I aim to be objective, fair and reasonable in the selection process. I will seek counsel from our committee and adhere to the criteria stated below.

NS Team General Criteria
· Must make the CG Committee aware of their intent to be considered as a candidate.

· Must meet all criteria specified in the CG Badminton Technical Package.

· Must be committed to following a Training Program.*

· Must compete in badminton tournaments during the 2009/10 competitive season.*

· Must compete in badminton tournaments during the 2010/11 competitive season.*

· Must attend the NS CG Training Camps (Dec. 2009, Apr or May 2010, Dec. 2010).*

· Must attend NS Provincials / Atlantics.*

· Must attend the National JR/SR Atlantic Event (Dec. ’09 @ Moncton).*

· Must contribute to fundraising events.*

· Must show a commitment to fair-play.

*Potential athletes who are studying or training outside of Nova Scotia will not be required to come home to play in certain tournaments. They will however, be required to play in tournaments, and to participate in learning and training opportunities that are reasonably accessible in their present province of residence. They will be expected to maintain a level of physical training that will increase their ability to perform, exhibit a standard of play befitting a potential CG athlete, and to present themselves in accordance with their Provincial Sport Organization’s Code of Conduct. Similarly, out-of-province athletes will be required to attend our Christmas 2009 Camp (Dec. 28, 29 & 30 @ NKEC), our Spring Camp (Apr. or May 2010), and without fail, our Dec. 2010 Camp. If an athlete cannot attend these camps then their request to be excused will be deliberated by the CG Committee and a binding decision will be issued.

These criteria are a minimum. The Core Team will be selected from players who meet or exceed these criteria. The entire Core Team will be invited to the December Camp. The period from Sept. to Dec. 2009 will be considered the ID window. The following NSBA Tournaments will be considered CG ID Events:

Bridgewater JR RR – Oct. 2/3 
Yarmouth SR RR – Oct. 23/24 

Antigonish JR RR – Nov. 20/21 
Sackville JR RR – Dec. 4/5 

Age will not be a factor as long as the maximum age limit is not exceeded.  It is anticipated that the Core Team will train together periodically for the 2009/2010 season and the 2010/2011 season, as well as attend other functions. The final NS CG Team selection (including alternates) will take place in the spring/summer of 2010 after the Spring Camp (Apr. or May). The December 2010 camp will be for the NS CG Team and Alternates.
